EGRA is concerned by the huge amount of housing 
targeted for Guildford.  Plans for Guildford to be a 
Regional Hub are being considered now by the Secretary 
of State.  The 25% increase in dwellings proposed by 
2026 will mean cramming our town and suburbs with 
dwellings, as well as building estates of 2,000 dwellings 
in the Green Belt between Burpham, Merrow and 
Clandon.  A consultation is due later but often by this 
time the major decision has been made.  There is also an 
impending review of the Green Belt boundaries, in 
particular for those for Guildford and Oxford.  In their
